CONCLUSIONS FROM THE WORKSHOP ON Methodology of Air Quality Assessment Zones
HELD ON OCTOBER 25, 2010

1) As a common activity, together with SEPA, namely Mr. Redžić from SEPA, and Mr Černikovsky and Ms Ostatnicka from the Project, to prepare the estimation of total emission fro the large point sources in districts. Timeline defined for the end of January 2011.
2) To upgrade the information on air quality regarding the emission from traffic. Mr. Bizek will help with this activity. It is important to have in mind the emission distribution from large pollutant sources and domestic heating, and traffic on the other hand. Ms. Dušica Radović from MoESP is nominated as the contact point. Please, add the deadline…
3) SEPA to appoint the person responsible for air quality assessment questionnaire which will be the contact point for the Project’s partners in Activity 4.2 and 4.3. Deadline would be end of November 2010. It was agreed to speak to Mr. Lekić in more details about this. Who will speak with him? Tihomir Popovic agreed with the nomination during the STE’s visit in SEPA, 27.10.2010.
4) For the assessment, to identify zones according to regions (29); for management- consider merging the zones. Also to consider the idea of establishing different zones for different pollutants (example of Germany). The proposed agglomerations are Belgrade, Novi Sad, Pančevo and Bor. After the decision, there will be adopted the Regulation on zones and agglomerations.

5) Regarding the modelling activity, and for the purpose of more precise modelling, Mr. Keder was promised the more detailed data on emission in Belgrade from the Inspection. His mission, planned for the beginning of November, will be postponed. He will contact Mr Kostoski directly and will discuss the mission date. The mission will be realized only if the requested emission data will be available. The MoESP is helping to obtain the necessary data in order to resolve all related issues (see Minutes of the Steering Committee meeting, July 1, 2010). The data will be delivered to the Project’s partners before 30th November 2010.
6) Mr. Cernikovsky will incorporate the new values from the adopted amended version of the Rulebook on Monitoring Conditions and Air Quality Requirements into Preliminary Assessment of Air Quality in Serbia by the end of the week (29th October 2010), and leave the amended document for dissemination. Dissemination will be easier since Mrs. Ostatnicka will reduce the size of pictures in it. The comments on the Report are  expected before 30th November 2010
to allow the authors incorporate the comments into the Report before 31st December 2010.
